Developers are reminded to register development schemes prior to commencing and note that the amended regulations now 
include a one hundred percent penalty for this breach of the Act. 

Executive committees of strata corporations are reminded that annual registration fees are now due and reports for the last 
year must also be submitted to the Commission of Strata Corporations. 

Some strata corporations still remain unregistered.  It is imperative that these corporations register now and avoid the possi-
bility of legal action being taken against them. 

Our inspectors anticipate your visit to the Commissionõs office and will guide you accordingly. 

The Real Estate Board/Commission of Strata Corporations continue to make every effort to serve you and welcome your 
input regarding ways in which we may improve our service to you.
